Hi Professor Philip Von Doetinchem:

 

Nice to talk to you on the phone. The following information is for you to
help spread or post so it can reach some students. Thank you for this help.
If you are interested in traveling to China for sabbatical projects, we may
continue our conversation.

 

I am writing to you in an attempt to recruit a couple of  high school
physics and ESL teachers from among your graduating/graduated students for
Yancheng Foreign Language School, a new international school in Jiangsu
Province, China. The requirement for a YCFLS teacher is below:

 

A graduate degree or a Bachelor degree in physics from a U. S. university,
ideally a native speaker of English, capable of teaching high school physics
using English (not Chinese). It does not matter if the teacher has prior
teaching experience or not. We provide orientation and training.

 

Students who are interested in teaching physics to high school students in
China can email me. I only need to see his/her an unofficial transcript (PDF
copies are fine) and a contact phone. I will telephone interview the
applicants. I am still in California but will be in Yancheng on December 7.
My emails are the best way to communicate.

 

The pay and accommodations for foreign teachers include:

 

1)     15,000 yuan (before tax), approximately $2500 per month for a Master
Degree in Physics, ESL, English, History, or Child Development degree. 10000
yuan, approximately $1800 per month for a bachelor degree holder.

 

2)     Reimbursement of a round trip ticket from U.S. to China if the
teacher fulfills one year contract

 

3)     A furnished apartment, excluding utilities. (worth $500 monthly
rent),

 

4)     300 yuan monthly for transportation

 

5)     Meals (not sure how much the meals are worth)

 

6)     Paid Holidays

 

7)     Medical insurance

 

The benefit for teaching at Yancheng Foreign School is not limited to the
money and accommodations; it is the experience of teaching in China that
will have life long impact on the young graduates from UH.

 

The contract is one year. Continuation of the contract depends on the job
performance and the need on both sides.

 

I will need more teachers of physics and ESL in the months to come. For now
I urgently need physics teachers to go to China to start teaching in Spring.
